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What are TLCis Summer Programs?
TLCis Summer Programs are day-camp programs for children ages 3 through 13 who have special needs in the areas of speech,
language, perceptual motor, and/or academic development. Specifically, TLC provides the following camp programs:

Speech-Language Program (Half Day 9am7112:00pm and Full Day 9am713:00pm)
For children ages 3717 with primary deficits in the speech and language area

Sensory Integration Program (Morning 9:00T12:00 M, W, F only and Afternoon 12:30pm713:30pm M-F)
Afternoon program for children ages 577, and the Monday, Wednesday, Friday morning program is for children
ages 3-5, with sensory processing and motor planning difficulties

Learning Enrichment Program (Half Day 9amT112:00pm and Full Day 9amT13:00pm)
For children ages 5713 with needs for review and practice in the academic areas of language arts, math, social studies, and
science, using non-traditional, creative strategies that emphasize multi-sensory and cross-curricular strategies

What will | do as a volunteer in the Summer Programs?

You will work directly with the students by assisting the class leaders, including speech-language pathologists, special education
teachers, and occupational therapists with hands-on projects that allow campers to improve their language, perceptual-motor,
social and academic skills. You will help engage the students by encouraging and assisting their participation in projects which
may involve arts and crafts, dramatic play, music, field trips, games, and outdoor play.

When is camp and what kind of a commitment do | need to make as a volunteer?

TLCis Summer programs run from Monday, June 29th through Friday August, 14th. Volunteer schedules can be flexible, but they
should be consistent. For example, we can accommodate a volunteer who wants to work every Tuesday and Thursday for 3
weeks, but we cannot accommodate volunteers with schedules that vary week to week or volunteers that are available for less
than 5 days. We appreciate your understanding of this strict policy that ensures a consistent program experience for all of our
campers.

What kind of experience do I need to work at TLCis Summer Programs?
All volunteers should be at least 16 years old and have prior experience working with children. Volunteers less than 16 years old
will be considered with prior training or experience with children with special needs.

Can I receive student service learning hours by volunteering at TLCis Summer Programs?
TLC is an approved Student Service Learning site for Montgomery County Public Schools. We welcome all high school and college
students seeking course credit or community service hours.

Where are TLCis Summer Programs located?

The summer programs are held on the campus of TLCis Katherine Thomas School at 9975 Medical Center Drive, near Shady Grove
Adventist Hopital in Rockville. While the Summer programs are accessible by public tranportation, TLC regrets that it can not
subsidize these costs for volunteers.

Will I receive any training?

All volunteers, including repeat volunteers, will be required to attend an orientation and training session. Orienta-
tion attendance counts toward total service hours. Orientation is scheduled for 7Thursday, June 25th from 9:30am112:00pm
at TLCis Katherine Thomas School, 9975 Medical Center Drive, Rockville. This is the same location where camp will be held.
