Memorization Tips

Use the following tips to help you memorize your monologue.

1. Read Out Loud (And Repeat, Repeat, Repeat):   [image: image1.wmf]
a. For most performers, there is no short cut to memorizing lines. To learn lines, an actor must recite the lines out loud, over and over again. 

2. Get Up and Move!  [image: image2.wmf]
a. Whenever possible, incorporate your stage directions while you say your lines aloud.

3.  Learn sentence by sentence  [image: image3.wmf]
a. Read one sentence three times.  Then, without looking at the sentence, repeat it three times out loud.

b. Move onto the next sentence.  Read the sentence three times.  Then, without looking at the sentence, repeat it three times out loud.  Then repeat this sentence and the one before it together three times.

c. Continue to do this with each sentence, including all lines before it.
4. Collect Mental Images  [image: image4.wmf]
a. Create mental images of the story your character tells step by step.  See what happens first, second, and so on.
